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HOA Minutes for June 1, 2024

Bram called the meeting to order. 
No Community members present.
The Minutes for May were approved.
Chris will be unavailable for the August meeting.

New Rule added to the R & Rs
Bram made a Motion to add to the Rules & Regulations that no cords or cables connecting to a vehicle or trailer, or any other impediment or obstruction may be on common HOA property at any time.
Seconded by Chris.
Discussion:
Bram said that Tony believed that we do not need insurance because the streets are public property. Bram pointed out that if someone tripped on a cord or other obstruction and fell, the HOA could get sued.
Valerie noted that the parking spaces are HOA property and the HOA is responsible for them. 
Bram said that the HOA has to protect itself, and Chris said that is correct because we are an organized HOA. 
Chris called for the Vote
The Motion was carried unanimously.
Bram said that the new language will be sent out via email to the membership, and that we should also post it on the bulletin board.
Bram said that Erin had asked about ordering signage for the four diagonal parking spaces that are the HOA’s property, clarifying that the spaces are solely for HOA use, and the pertinent rules.

Update on the Commercial organization’s contribution to the upkeep of the park area
Bram has been working with Walsh to determine the amount owed by the Commercial organization, to account for 30% of the total upkeep, including the water. Evan said that 4 people make up the commercial organization, and that they will need a detailed justification for the statement to present to the LLC. Bram said that Chandra is the contact at Walsh for this information.

Traffic issues
A member pointed out that the new commercial development on 99 has a left turn option onto 99, but Clearview does not. Would it be possible to route commercial trucks through there instead of having commercial trucks go down Clearview Parkway?   Evan pointed out that the parking lot connecting Clearview with the new development is currently unpaved and not safe for truck traffic.
Evan offered some history. The original plan of the Clearview development included a left turn onto 99, but ODOT refused to allow a left turn, insisting on a right turn into the development and a right turn out of the development.
Chris brought up the issue that delivery trucks for the commercial strip drive down Wintersage, which is too narrow for large trucks.

Traffic Safety:
Evan has been speaking with the City about the red curbing that is needed. 
The Traffic Safety Commission is now operating, and we can get signs limiting trucks.
Bram will check with his friend on the Traffic Safety Commission about our concerns.
Valerie said that speeding is a big concern, especially with people using Clearview as a shortcut. 
Visibility is also an issue. There is one trailer parked near the western corner of Wintersage and Clearview that obstructs visibility. Chris said that she almost got hit at that corner.

Landscaping
Leonard is still working on irrigation for individual yards and common property. He said that there are so many geysers because the irrigation is old, and in addition, the sprinkler heads get knocked off during weeding. Bram said that he will order flags to indicate where there are irrigation problems.

Bram said that Leonard will be installing plants that we decide on, mulch for the street trees to reduce heat and drought stress, pavers, and gravel in the exposed areas in the parking strips. Chris would like to use pollinator friendly plants: one she recommends is wallflower, which stays green and has a long bloom.

Swing set for Park
[bookmark: _GoBack]Bram had a conversation with the member who suggested installing a swing se. The member has made a sizable donation ($1,700) to cover the costs, promising to cover any shortfall in the cost. Other members have also pledged donations ($500) for the swing set. A sturdy set, safe for public use is expensive. The ones used in parks cost $3,500 - $4,000. Evan said that the Ashland Forge may be able to make an appropriate set for Clearview, he will contact them and have them call Bram. Bram said that we are hoping to have something finalized by the end of the month.

Evan left the meeting.

Valerie asked about specifications for the swings—adults are likely to use them. Bram said that we should post a sign about age and weight, to limit liability.
